The adoption of private sewers in October 2011 has major 

implications in relation to Building Regulations and build over 

agreements and will cause conveyancing problems, which will 

probably lead to further insurance policies for many years to 

come.  In addition, current drainage and water searches have 

become completely inaccurate and a new form of search is to 

be introduced.  Registration of all septic tanks should have 

occurred in Wales by January 2012 and will be required in 

England later this year.  In addition, mortgage requirements in 

relation to solar panels will also give rise to problems in 

conveyancing for many years.
